Romania is aosereign state located in Southeastern Europe. It
borders the Black Sea, Bulgaria, Ukraine, Hungary, Serbia anc
Moldova. It has an area of 238,391 km2 and a
temperate-continental climate. With 19.94 million inhabitants, the
country is the seventh-most-populous member state of the
European Union. The capital and largest city, Bucharest, with its
1,883,425 inhabitants is the sixth-largest city in the European Union

hills, fertile plains and numerous rivers and lakes. The Carpathian
Mountains spread aass the center of the country bordered on
both sides by foothills and nally the great plains of the outer rim.

Low readings in
the lower-lying areas are around 18 °C, but at higher altitudes both
highs and lows decline considerably.

There are some regional di erences: in the western parts (such
as Banat), the climate is milder, and has some Mediterranean
in uences, while the eastern part of the country has a more
pronounced continental climate. In Dobruja, the Black Sea also
exerts an in uence over the region's climate.

Timisoara is the largest city in western Romania, built on the site
of an ancient Roman fortress called Castrum Regium Themes. It
was recently selected as the European Capital of Culture for 2021.

Over the years, it has been in uenced by many cultures. The
Romans used it as an importantagsroads fortress until the Tatars
destroyed it in the 13th century. Conquered by Turkish armies in
1552, Timisoara remained under their protection until 1718 when
the region of Banat came under Austrian rule for two centuries.
Timisoara later became a vital commercial and manufacturing
town. Turks, Austrians, Germans and Serbs all left their mark and
their in uence can be seen in neighborhoods throughout the city
even today.
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The ch of this city, settled on the northern bank of the Bega
River, lies in its distinct architectural character and vibrant cultural
life. Frequently referred to as "Little Vienna," Timisoara is home to
year-round musical and theatrical performances, art galleries,
museums and a buzzing nightlife. A progressive, cosmopolitan place,
Timisoara was the rst city in Europe and second in the world after
New York, to use electricity to illuminate its public streets.

Thanks to its mild climate, Timisoara has lots of public squares
and lush green retreats. The city is easy to explore on foot. If you get
tired, a tram will be along in a moment; the system is fast, frequent
and e cient.

Timisoara abounds with churches of several denominations, a
Jewish quarter, an eleganbaroque square and a pedestrian-only
downtown area. Some of the monuments in the heart of the city
0 er panoramic views, while the many parks in this "city of owers"
provide an idyllic spot to take a break from sightseeing.

VISAS

Citizens of EU member countries don’t need visas or passports to
enter Romania. You can get in the country based on your ID card
alone. If you are a member of a non-EU country, you will need a
passport, which will be stamped when you enter the country and
you will be entitled to stay for up to 60 days in Romania free of
charge.

MONEY MATTERS

Romania’s currency is ‘leu’ (plural, ‘ler’, abbreviated RON),
meaning ‘lion’ . Money is available in 1, 5, 10, 50, 100, 200 and 50(
RON bills (1, 5, 10 and 50 ‘bani’ coins also circulate). All Romanian
bills are made of plastic. You can also nd and use a large number
of ATMs that acept all types of credit cards (Visa, Mastercard etc).
